Autofocus Settings:

The projector will enter auto focus mode.The projector can automatically adjust for a clear
image.After completing auto focus but the image is still unclear, you can press"F+/F_" for
electronic focus to make the image clear.

Keystone Correction:

(DAuto Keystone Correcton: When the position of the device changes, it will adjust the image
to ensure the projection is squared. (Note: The Auto Keystone function is best experienced
when the projectoris tilted at an angle of 15 degrees.)

(2)0bstacle Recognition: When the device encounters an obstacle, the projection
automatically avoids it.

(Note: The best experience for theautomatic obstacle avoidancefunction is achieved when
theprojector's tilt angle is within 15 degrees, and the obstacle does notblock the focus point of
the screen.)

(3Screen Recognition: When the device projects onto a screen with black borders, the
projection automatically adapts to fit accurately within the screen's interior.
